● Waiver form -The waiver allows HCC to apply a DC tuition waiver to the 
students’ account.

● The Residency form - This form allows HCC to edit student information in the 
event it was entered incorrectly in ApplyTexas

Returning students do not need to submit anything EXCEPT the CAMPUS’ 
ONLINE REGISTRATION
