*It you are applying via CommonApp, you will need to go into Schoolinks to add the school to
your account and sign your FERPA Waiver.
This is the only way counselors can send documents including letters of recommendation

and transcripts.

*They Must sign in through their Katy Cloud



What does a counselor need in order to write a letter

of recommendation?

Counselors Need:

*At least 21 business days advanced notice of the

institution’s deadline. This does NOT include weekends.

Counselors start writing letters of recommendation on
September Ist.

*Filled out Personal Data Sheet and Letter of Rec Request

Form.

*Invitation from Common App, email invite from the
University, OR information on how to get the letter to the
specific university (email addresses, forms, etc.)

*Please check with your Texas schools to see if they really
need a Counselor letter of rec.
