u District - wide attendance boundary modifications will
not be considered until the district is approaching
build - out. Some target attendance boundary
modifications may be necessary to address specific
high growth situations over the next 10 years.
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Assumptions

1 Demographic Assumptions (cont.)

1 The new schools will be completed and occupied as
scheduled.

1 There will be no additional new elementary or junior
high schools available until 2015 at the earliest (other
than the three elementary schools and the junior high
scheduled to open in August 2012).

1 Core facilities can temporarily support a larger than
design capacity enrollment with the addition of
portable classrooms.
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Assumptions

1 Geographic Assumptions

1 Minimize the splintering of peer groups when moving
from one school to another (elementary to junior
high).

1 Only new elementary and junior high schools and their
neighboring schools immediately impacted will be
affected.

1 Neighborhoods will be kept together, not necessarily
entire Land Use Zones.

1 Attendance areas will be contiguous.

1 As we continue to grow, additional schools will be
planned and the Attendance Boundary Modification
process will continue for the foreseeable future.
