All seniors who successfully complete the program will be allowed to wear a white honor cord
during their graduation. The requirements necessary to receive recognition at graduation are:
Completion of a minimum of 60 hours of documented community service between the dates
of April 1, 2022, and March 31%, 2023.

This community service CANNOT include hours of service that a student might also be doing
for the National Honor Society or Student Council. These hours must be volunteer hours
performed outside the student’s home, outside of school hours, benefit the community, and for
which no payment is received. (60 hours = maximum of 10 hours per event per day; 30 hours
maximum on any one event.)

e Name of the community organization/event.
e Name and email of supervisor.
o Date(s) of service and total hours. (maximum of 10 hours per day/30 hours per event)

e Description of the service performed and how your work was a benefit to the program or
event.

e Note any insights, questions, problems, lessons, etc.

NOT be accepted. The THS Principal or the Senior Assistant Principal reserve the right to
withhold awards if it is believed that a student has violated the spirit of this program.

www.x2vol.com will allow students to track and document their service activities throughout the
school year. All hours must be verified by the community service project coordinator (teacher,
club sponsor, administrator, hospital and/or nursing home supervisor). However, the student
should be aware that the club sponsor reserves the right to decline service hours if it is believed
the student has falsified service records. In that case, the student may appeal the decision to his
or her grade level principal.
