The Hutsell Elementary campus was opened in 1978, so our campus has been open for 41 years. Our EC - 5th Title I campus is located in the heart of Katy.
Katy ISD continues to be recognized as one of the best school districts in the Houston Metropolitan Area. The district is one of the fastest growing districts
in the state of Texas. Hutsell Elementary is a highly diverse campus which represents our local community. We are a neighborhood school serving a
working community. The current enrollment for the 2019-2020 is 820 which is higher than projections. The increase is due to district rezoning. Hutsell
Elementary School continues to place a high priority in employing a high-quality, talented staff. Eight new teachers joined the Hutsell Elementary family
this year. Katy ISD provides the New Teacher Academy at the beginning of the year and supports a campus mentoring program. All teachers will attend
professional development sessions on campus. The professional development sessions will be based upon the needs identified in this improvement plan and
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will be provided by our own teacher leaders, the campus instructional coaches, campus administration, and a few outside professionals. It is important at
Hutsell Elementary to provide ongoing, very targeted, job-embedded professional learning. This year Hutsell will continue to provide training on targeted
small group instruction, differentiated instruction, safety, and community. Based on our diverse campus, more training in the area of differentiated
instruction is needed to support the range of academic needs in the classroom. Due to our high ELL/LEP population, training on Language Arts and
vocabulary development continues to be a need.

In addition to professional development, the weekly Grade Level & Team PLC meetings reinforce professional development by discussing key ideas from
learning and how to implementation, student data analysis, and grading. Teachers observe each other in a spirit of learning together.

Student enrollment for the 2019-2020 school year is 820. Our highest demographic student group is Hispanic with 65.49%. Our second largest group is
White with 27.56%. The last published mobility rate was 12.6% compared to 12.2% from the previous year making it higher than the district’s 11.4%.
Attendance rates have decreased slightly from 97.1% in 2017 to 96.9% in 2018, decreasing 0.2%. The campus will continue to strive to build strong
partnership with parents and implement attendance incentive programs to bring the rate above a 97%. Hutsell Elementary’s student population groups
include 41.5% English Language Learners (ELLs), 2.4 Gifted and Talented, and 22.80% Special Education. Additionally, our economically disadvantaged
group has increased from 68.85% last school year to a 75.2% for the current school year. Students identified as at-risk are 47.6% of our student population.

Demographics Strengths
Hutsell Elementary has many strengths. Some of the most notable demographics strengths include:

* Many families move into our area just so their children can attend KISD schools. Because our families value education, we have
many supportive parents and students who are committed to success.

The attendance rate continues to increase. In the 2018-2019 school year, our attendance rate is above the state requirement of 95%.
Students at Hutsell Elementary are very accepting of new students regardless of race or ethnicity.

Our staff demographic is a representation of our student body.

New teachers report that the campus mentoring and support process to help them get started is very helpful and effective.

Problem Statements Identifying Student Academic Achievement Needs

Problem Statement 1: 2019 STAAR data in both reading and math at all three grade levels made insufficient progress/growth. This includes all sub
populations including White, SPED, and ELL. Root Cause: Lack of schema, vocabulary and experiences impact students' achievement and connecting
classroom experiences to real world scenarios.

Problem Statement 2: In all three grades, SpEd scores are significantly below non-SpEd scores on 2019 STAAR Reading, Math, Science, and Writing.
Root Cause: Additional training on how to assist students with their struggle to transfer classroom strategies and tolls to independent assessments is
needed.

Problem Statement 3: STAAR Science scores continue to decline. Root Cause: Lack of schema, vocabulary and experiences impact students'
achievement and connecting classroom experiences to real world scenarios.

Problem Statement 4: STAAR data indicates that not all student groups made at least one year of growth in all tests. Root Cause: There is a need for
continued instructional support and professional development to improve "first teach" and targeted small group instruction.
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School Processes & Programs

School Processes & Programs Summary
Hutsell Elementary has a proud history of diversity amongst students and staff. The campus theme this year is “Growing Every Student”.

The faculty, staff, parents, and volunteers are committed to developing lifelong learners who are productive, self-reliant and caring citizens. Hutsell
Elementary highly committed to its school mission, vision, and core values. We target a community that needs constant support. Hutsell Elementary
encourages teachers to create a safe and a risk-free learning environment by promoting the concept of growth mindset and creating a mindset for learning.
Our commitment is to keep students the center of all actions and decisions. When our students do not learn, adjustments will be made within instruction, the
school context and organization. We work hard to ensure that instructional time is protected.

Hutsell Elementary School’s core curriculum includes language arts, mathematics, science, social studies, art, music, and physical education. A balanced
literacy framework is the vehicle used to deliver language arts instruction and includes shared, guided, and independent reading, writing, word study and
read a-louds. The workshop model of instruction is used in reading, writing, and math. Hutsell will continue implementing a science laboratory classroom to
reinforce science concepts K - 5. The lab follows the SE and C-R-E Models and utilize hands-on instruction. Hutsell Elementary also incorporates the
district core essentials that facilitates the cause of emotional intelligence and character education. These strategies and approaches are valuable to help
people connect with our school — kids, staff, and families.

Each grade level has Academic Extension (AE) included in their daily schedule. AE time provides an enriching and challenging learning program to engage
academically able students. It is also a time for students who show academic needs to receive supplemental support to close academic gaps. Support may be
provided by the classroom teacher or by an Academic Support Teacher. This school year the Master Schedule was modified so grades 1 — 5 will each get
two AE times of 30 minutes each. This will allow Academic Support Teachers (AST) to provide both Reading and Math Interventions to students who
demonstrate a need for both.

The Curriculum, Instruction, and Assessment focus at Hutsell Elementary is guided by the Katy 1.S.D. Year at Glace Elementary Curriculum and
Instruction Guide. Campus level disaggregation depends on plotting of critical skills and expectations at the beginning of each formative assessment based
on analysis of student need and curricular expectations. Kindergarten through second grade focus upon ISIP, Fountas and Pinnell Assessment, Dream Box,
and summative assessments at the end of the nine weeks. Third through fifth grade focus on STAAR, I-Station, EDL Assessments for Spanish students
currently served in Bilingual Program (3" _ 5ty Fountas & Pinnell, Dream Box, District Level Assessment (DLA) and campus common assessments.
Special courses and programs such as physical education, music, special education, dyslexia and ELL instruction use the same standard of assessment as the
grade levels of their students. Texas English Language Proficiency Assessment System (TELPAS) is a major assessment for ELL students.

Student progress is monitored and students are served depending on individual needs. Response to Intervention (RT1) committee meetings will be held
every six weeks throughout the school year during grade level planning times to discuss students’ currently receiving intervention. Teachers use classroom
and campus assessment data to identify students that are performing below grade level. If the data has shown that after teachers have implemented Tier I
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strategies in the classroom and students are not making academic progress, they request an RTI Collaboration Meeting. These meetings are held with the
RTI Coordinator, Classroom Teachers, and Academic Support Teachers. Questions are asked about what is being done to address these students’ needs. Are
they making progress? What interventions are being used? What parent communication is being conducted? The eSTAR program is used to gather
information about each student. If it is determined that students need more support, goals are set, and an intervention plan is created. Students, goals, and
intervention plans are monitored every nine weeks.

Weekly grade level PLCs are held with the leadership team and instructional coaches. These grade level learning communities target lesson planning, data
review, strategic planning, and professional learning. Paraprofessionals are included in all staff development days. Grade levels have a daily common
planning time.

Hutsell Elementary has a Science Lab with a Specialized Science Teacher that provides hands-on instruction using the SE and C-E-R "Claim, Evidence, and
Reasoning" Models for students in grades K-5.

Hutsell has successfully implemented a variety of supplemental programs to assist our students' needs: Young Men of Honor, “Read, Deed, Run”, GEMS,
Tutorials, Student Council, Honor Choir, Art Club, Robotics, Maker Spacers, Green Hornets, and Busy Bees.

While the federal mandate for highly qualified requirements has now expired, Hutsell Elementary School continues to place a high priority in employing a
high-quality, talented staff. Eight new teachers joined the Hutsell Elementary family this year. Katy ISD provides the New Teacher Academy at the
beginning of the year and supports a campus mentoring program. All teachers will attend professional development sessions on campus. The professional
developments will be based upon the needs identified in this improvement plan and will be provided by our own teacher leaders, the campus instructional
coaches, campus administration, and a few outside professionals. It is important at Hutsell Elementary to provide ongoing, very targeted, job-embedded
professional learning.

The campus focus for the 2019-2020 school year remains targeted small group instruction about emphasizing the importance of differentiating instruction,
student engagement, and getting to know each student. In May 2019, a Campus Self-Assessment Survey was given to all staff to assess the campus
processes and programs. Survey results identified that staff needed additional staff development and support in the areas of small group and differentiated
instruction.

The latest TAPR confirms that the number of Hutsell Elementary teachers with 11-20 years of experience is 47.3%. This is above the District (30.2%) and
State (28.2%) percentages.

The latest TAPR confirms that the number of Hutsell Elementary teachers 20+ years of experience is 20.8%. This is above the District (15.0%) and State
(15.3%) percentages.

34.5% of our teachers are Hispanic and 57.8% are white.

Problem Statement 1: Formative and summative assessment data is not being used to guide instruction. Root Cause: A need for training on how to
analyze data to plan strategically in order to meet all student needs.

Problem Statement 2: 65.6% of our student body is at risk. Root Cause: There is a need to identify At-Risk students through RTI to provide early
intervention.

Problem Statement 3: Academic achievement is difficult when emotional and basic needs are not being met. Root Cause: Emotional stability is
contingent on age, experience, and environmental factors.
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Problem Statement 4: In the digital age, 75% of the staff must use technology to enhance student learning. Root Cause: We have technology resources on
campus, but need continued staff development on how to utilize devices and applications to engage students and increase academic achievement.

Perceptions

Perceptions Summary

Hutsell Elementary is dedicated to creating a family-friendly school environment. We strive to provide a responsive climate for parents and to widely
communicate ways for parents to partner with the school in educating Hutsell students. Our programs recognize a variety of parenting traditions and
practices within the school community. The campus provides Spanish and English translations on the website and in print. We also provide interpreters
during school events, especially for those early in the year, such as registration and Meet the Teacher Night. We make sure that our routines are consistent,
including sending our Take-Home-Wednesday folders every week. This year, parents will continue to have the option to receive either a hard copy of the
campus newsletter or have it sent electronically. An increased use of technology is being utilized this year. Hutsell Elementary also has Facebook, Remind,
and Twitter to increase parent communication, involvement, and participation.

One of the core beliefs at Hutsell Elementary is that students learn best in an environment where differences are valued and mistakes are seen as
opportunities to learn and grow. With this in mind, the entire campus will eventually operate under what we call Mindset for Learning. The campus motto
is, "Hutsell Elementary is the Place to be." Students are taught that excellence is the habit to achieve. Personal management and behavior expectations are
explicitly taught, modeled, and practiced.

Teachers and other staff receive training on best practices to ensure that a healthy classroom climate is created and maintained. The training also includes
instruction about the pace of the classroom and how to ensure that academics are the primary focus. Teachers carefully reflect on the purpose,
appropriateness, and justness of their requests and classroom procedures. Students feel respected and are willing to do what teachers ask. Students use the
Hutsell Hornet Pledge every morning as a reminder of school expectations.

CHAMPS, which is a part of the Safe and Civil Schools Program will be fully implemented and monitored school-wide this year. CHAMPS is a
collection of strategies designed to create productive, safe and respectful learning environments. The key benefits of CHAMPS are:

o Teachers establish clear expectations with logical and fair responses to misbehavior.
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o Teachers spend less time disciplining and more time teaching.
o Teachers learn tools to motivate students to do their best.
o Students are taught how to behave responsibly.

The PBIS program was implemented in the 2014-2015 school year and will be continued this school year. The discipline management program provides
campus wide social skill lessons and establishes students' expectations. Through the PBIS program, Hutsell has implemented routines and procedures. Since
implementation, there has been a decrease in behavior incidents, and the data collected has allowed us to identify T2 and T3 behavior concerns and students
who my need additional screening to identify deeper concerns.

ELEMENT 1. SWP COMPREHENSIVE NEEDS ASSESSMENT (CNA)

1.1: Comprehensive Needs Assessment

Hutsell Elementary has conducted a comprehensive Campus Needs Assessment (CNA) that is the driving force behind our Campus Improvement Plan
(CIP). The process of developing our CNA began at the end of the 2018-2019 school year during our last C.A.T. meeting on 5/21/19. The C.A.T. consist the
leadership team, teachers, parents, and community stakeholders. All grade levels and departments are represented on the committee. Student Achievement
data from STAAR, TTM, Math Inventory. mClass, DLAs, CBAs, and iStation was presented and analyzed to determine areas of glows (strengths) and
grows (weaknesses). This data was then utilized to determine problems and root causes were identified by a leadership committee at the beginning of the
2018-2019 school year. The committee met on 8/22/18 and 8/23/18 to review the data, write problem statements and determine root causes, and develop the
Campus Improvement Plan. Once the plan was revised, parents were invited to review a draft copy of the Campus Needs Assessment on 8/31/19. Three
sessions were offered throughout the school day and translator services were provided to review the CNA and get parent feedback. Revisions and edits were
made and the CNA and CIP plan were presented leadership, staff, parents, and community stakeholders during a C.A.T. meeting on 9/19/19 for final
approval before it was presented the the Katy ISD School Board on 9/16/19 and approved on 9/24/18. The CNA and CIP are public documents and are
available both in the front office of the school and on the campus website.

ELEMENT 2. SWP CAMPUS IMPROVEMENT PLAN (CIP)

2.1: Campus Improvement Plan developed with appropriate stakeholders

Our Campus Advisory Team (C.A.T.) includes the school leadership team, teachers, parents, and community members. All grade levels and departments are
represented.

The
Campus Improvement Plan (CIP) remains in effect for the duration of the school year and will be reviewed and monitored regularly. Formative Reviews
will be conducted in October 2019, January 2020, and April 2020. This includes formative reviews with leadership and key personnel as well as during
C.A.T. meetings with all stakeholders. Revisions and updates to the CIP will be made based on the evaluations of our current programs, strategies, and
academic achievement of our students in grades K-5. A Summative Review will be conducted in June 2020 after the school year ends, so we can evaluate
our progress towards meeting our goals.

2.3: Available to parents and community in an understandable format and
language

The Campus Improvement Plan is available to the Region IV and Texas Education Agency, parents, and the public, and the information contained in the
plan is in an understandable and uniform format. The plan is posted on both the district and campus websites. A hard copy of the plan is also available in the
front office of the school. In additional, parents have read-only rights to view it on the Plan4Learning site. The username and password were shared at the
beginning of the school year as well as at C.A.T. meetings. Our Campus Improvement Plan is available in English and Spanish. The translated CIP is
appreciated because we have a high ESL population.

2.4: Opportunities for all children to meet State standards

In an effort to meet the needs of all students in achieving mastery of State standards, teachers will work in collaborative teams to analyze student data and
determine next steps to ensure that all students are making adequate progress and meeting State standards. Professional development will be provided in the
areas of greatest need in an effort to strengthen first-teach instruction and determine how to fill the educational gaps that might exist in students struggling
academically. Targeted AE (Academic Extension) Time interventions for Reading and Math and before and after school tutorials will be offered to students
not meeting standards. Goals to target all students' academic progress are highlighted on CIP pgs. 33-42 and pg. 51.

2.5: Increased learning time and well-rounded education

Hutsell Elementary will use methods and instructional strategies that strengthen the academic program, increase the amount of quality learning time, and
help provide and enriched and accelerated curriculum, which includes programs and activities to provide a well-rounded education for all students. The
master schedule was reviewed to limit the amount of transitions and "lost" instructional minutes in the daily schedule. Programs are help on campus to
ensure we are focusing on academic achievement, as well as social-emotional development and the arts. Goals that focus on methods and instructional
strategies to meet the needs of all students' academic progress are highlighted on CIP pgs. 33-42 and pg. 51.
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2.6: Address needs of all students, particularly at-risk

Hutsell Elementary will address the needs of all students in the school, but particularly the needs of those at risk of not meeting the challenging State
academic standards. At-risk students are identified through the Response to Intervention (RTI) process. Initial academic and behavior concerns are initiated
by the teacher by completing Tier I paperwork eSTAR where they identify students strengths and weaknesses. A collaborative meeting is the requested and
granted to discuss data and rather the student qualifies for Reading and/or Math Support by an intervention specialist. Goals that focus on meeting the needs
of all students' academic progress, especially our at-risk population, are highlighted on CIP pgs. 33-42 and pg. 51.

ELEMENT 3. PARENT AND FAMILY ENGAGEMENT (PFE)

3.1: Develop and distribute Parent and Family Engagement Policy

The Hutsell campus worked with parents and staff to create a Parent and family Engagement Policy. A complete list of all C.A.T. members and their roles
who assisted with developing the Parent and Family Engagement Policy is included in the Campus Improvement Plan (CIP). Additional parents came to
meetings at the end of the school year to help develop the policy as well. Sign-in sheets for this meeting are uploaded to the Title I Crate. Our Policy is
available in both English and Spanish. The Policy was sent home in Wednesday Folders the first week of September. Both English and Spanish versions of
our Parent and Family Engagement Policy are available electronically to parents and community members via links on the campus website. In addition, a
hard copy is available in the front office for parents and community members to view and/or request a copy.

3.2: Offer flexible number of parent involvement meetings

Hutsell will offer a flexible number of parental involvement meetings and activities throughout the school day to include mornings, afternoons, and
evenings. Most events occur on Thursday evenings or Friday mornings; however, there are other school-wide events offered on a variety of school days and
times.
