e Students may only REQUEST to exit a HS credit course
through the end of the 1st grading period.

removed unless recommended by the teacher and
administrator.

e Students who earn a first semester failing grade will have the
grade recorded on their transcript, and will be removed from
the course for the second semester.

e Students will NOT have an opportunity to drop the HS credit
course during the second semester.
