Cords and cowls are worn during commencement ceremonies to exemplify
academic excellence.
Exemplary achievement medals may be worn when approved by the principal.
The following criteria for cords, cowls, and medals have been established:

COWLS –National Honor Society, senior class officers, valedictorian, and
salutatorian only.
MEDALS - District-awarded medals for students who receive a KISD Award of
Excellence, medals won for state or national- level awards (principal’s approval
required), or campus-awarded medals for students who have met campus-
designated requirements (principal’s approval required).
